4. | agree to follow the guidelines regarding reimbursement for any expenses incurred as a
volunteer for EGRR and understand that if | purchase an item without prior approval | may not be
reimbursed.

5. 1 understand and accept that EGRR cannot guarantee or be held responsible for the health,
temperament or behavior of the Rescue dogs that | may handle or come in contact with. | also
understand that | must keep any dog securely and safely contained while under my care and agree to not
hold EGRR responsible for any damage caused by a Rescue dog while under my care.
